2.  Read verses 1-2. Who began to speak against Moses? What did the conflict with Moses deal with? How do you think Moses felt when the people closest to him began to criticize him? What does the phrase “the Lord heard this” indicate? 

3.  Read verse 3. What kind of man was Moses? What character trait enabled Moses to deal with conflict in a positive way? 

4.  Read verses 4-5. How did the Lord call the people together who were involved in the conflict with Moses? Whom did the Lord summon? (5b) 

5.  Read verses 6-8. What did the Lord say about how He spoke to prophets? (6) What character quality did the Lord say Moses had? (7)  What did the Lord say to Miriam and Aaron for creating a conflict with Moses? (8)

6.  Read verses 9-12. What emotion did the Lord express against Miriam and Aaron? What disease did Miriam receive? How did Aaron respond to Moses when he saw Miriam’s leprosy? 

7.  Read verses 13-16. How did Moses cry out to the Lord? What did the Lord say to Moses about Miriam? Where was Miriam confined? Where did the people camp after they left Hazeroth?
