Key Verse: 10:43

Open
1.   In what way does society pressure us to seek status and power? What is the difference between humility and a poor self-image? 
Explore

2.  Read verses 32-34. Describe Jesus and his disciples on their way up to Jerusalem. Why were the disciples astonished and those who followed afraid? What did Jesus tell the Twelve about what awaits him in Jerusalem? (8:31-32; 9:12, 31-32) 

3.  Read verses 35-38. What did James and John ask Jesus? How did Jesus answer James and John’s request? Why do you think Jesus said to them “you don’t know what you are asking”? To what does “cup” and “baptism” refer? 

4.  Read verses 39-40. What does their answer “we can” tell us about them? What did Jesus promise? How did Jesus explain to James and John the impossibility of granting what they had requested?   

5.  Read verses 41-42. How did the other disciples react to James and John’s request? (41) Why were the ten indignant? What did Jesus warn all his disciples about? (42)   

6.  Read verses 43-44. How does Jesus contrast greatness in the world with greatness in God’s kingdom (42-44) In what ways do many Christians today still embrace the world’s concept of greatness? How can you become a servant of others? 

7.  Read verse 45. Jesus, the Son of God, left us a perfect example of “servant-leadership.” What did Jesus mean when he said that he “did not come to be served, but to serve” and “give his life as a ransom for many? Give positive example of humility in action that you’ve seen in your family, church or work. How can you adopt Christ’s example as your own?
