2.  Read verse 1. What did Jesus know it was time to do? What did Jesus do for his disciples? 

3.  Read verses 2-5. What had the devil prompted Judas to do? What did Jesus know that the Father had done? What did Jesus do when he got up from his meal with the disciples? 

4.  Read verses 6-8. Why did Peter express shock? How did Jesus respond to Peter’s amazement? What did Peter declare he would never allow? Why is it important for Jesus to wash the disciples’ feet? 

5.  Read verses 9-11. What did Peter want Jesus to do? Why did Peter need only his feet washed? Why did Jesus qualify his statement? 

6.  Read verses 12-17. What did Jesus tell his disciples they should do? (12-15) What is the difference between servants and masters? How did Jesus say that his disciples would be blessed?
