1.  What leadership style do the elders in your church have? What motivates people to be leaders in the church?

2.  Read verse 1. To whom did Peter appeal? How did Peter identify himself? What hope do the elders have? 

3.  Read verses 2-3. What did Peter instruct elders to do? What is the role of overseers, especially in light of verses 8-9? Why is it important for elders not to be greedy in our materialistic society? 

4.  Why is it hard for elder not to lord it over those who entrusted to them? Explain what “eager to serve” and “being examples to the flock” mean to you.  

5.  Read verse 4. What reward were elders going to receive when the Chief Shepherd appeared? (Read also 2 Tim 4:6-8) 

6.  Read verses 5-7. What were the young people encouraged to do? Why do we sometimes find it difficult to be submissive to those in authority over us? What were all the readers encouraged to do? Why does it mean to clothe oneself with humility? What did Peter say tell his readers to do with their anxieties? 

7. Read verses 8-11. What did Pete say the devil was doing? How were these believers instructed to respond to the devil? What did Peter assure his readers God would do after they had suffered a little while?
