4. Read verses 5-9. How did Jesus explain Moses’ instructions? What do we learn about the Pharisees from Jesus’ explanation of Moses’ words? How did Jesus describe the relationship between the Law and the will of God? What does “they are no longer two, but one” mean? What overriding principle did Jesus want us to follow? 

5. Read verses 10-12. Why did this topic of divorce come up a second time that day? What specific instructions did Jesus give regarding divorce? How did Jesus protect women with his instructions?
